Numeracy

We will continue to focus on counting for-
wards and back in 2, 5, 10 and 3s and knowing
corresponding times tables.

Multiplication and Division:

We will be learning about multiplication as
grouping, repeated addition and arrays. Then,
we will be looking at division as sharing and
grouping in different contexts. We will also
be exploring the relationship between multi-
plication and division and how to use this
knowledge to solve missing number calcula-
tions.

Money:

We will identify money, notes and coins, then
choose the correct notes and coins to make
an amount. The children will also be counting
money in pence and pounds. They will find dif-
ferent ways to make the same amount and
compare amounts of money.

Measurement:

The children will learn how to measure in cen-
timetres using a ruler then measure in me-
tres using a metre stick. They will also com-
pare and order lengths and heights.
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Literacy

Reading:

encourage you to support your child by read-
ing with your child for fifteen minutes a day
and record this in their reading record.

Whriting Focus:

and write different types of texts such as
traditional poems and tales, fantasy stories
and explanation texts.

The children will be able
to share their own experiences of how they
might show they also belong to a family/
religion/group.

Every other Friday children will receive home-
work consisting of maths and fopic/ science
related work. The children will also be di-
rected to complete pages from their CGP
books.

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SCIENCE

This term the children will be learning about

‘Everyday materials’. In this topic we will group
materials according to their different proper-
ties. Through a series of experiments, we will
investigate these properties and find out how
this makes them suitable for different purposes.

Physical Education

This term our P.E. unit will be gymnastics and ball
games. The children will learn different gymnas-
tic poses and develop short sequences as well as
practice different forms of travel using equip-
ment.

PE will continue to take place on Tuesday and
Wednesdays.

The children need to bring in PE clothing. This
consists of: a white t shirt, black shorts or jog-
ging bottoms and black trainers or plimsolls.
Their PE clothing can be left on their peg and
collected at the end of the week.
