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This term in maths, the children will be looking at:

Place Value:

The children will begin by spending some time on numbers
within a 1,000 to ensure they are secure on this
knowledge before moving into 10,000. The children will
also be looking at ancient humber systems as used in old-
er cultures than our own. In particular, we will be studying
the Roman numerals used in the time of the Roman Em-
pire. We will be using this work to improve students’ un-
derstanding of our own place value system.

Addition and Subtraction:

The children will spend some time on addition and subtrac-
tion using 3 and 4 digit numbers. They will be using ‘column
addition’ and 'column subtraction’ methods to solve calcu-
lations.

Division and Multiplication:

The children will be practising multiplication and division
facts. We will be recapping the 3 times table to help chil-
dren support their understanding of the 6 and 9 times
tables and see the links between them. In class, the chil-
dren will learn the importance of knowing and applying
their times tables to the math concepts taught. So please
encourage your child to practise these regularly, as they
need to know all of them up to 12 by the end of the year.

Measurement— Length & Perimeter:

The children will have the opportunity to recognise equiva-
lent lengths (mm & cm and m & cm) and use their
knowledge of multiplication and division to convert meas-
urements. They will be also adding and subtracting lengths
through reasoning and problem solving. The children will
be also introduced to perimeter for the first time. They
will explore what perimeter is and how to measure it.

Author Focus: Zanib Mian

This term we will take a closer look at the author
Zanib Mian and share our experiences of reading her
books with each other. We will be reading a selection
of her books during Destination Reader sessions as
well as reading for pleasure as our class novel at the
end of each day.

Reading:

Once a week your child will read with the class teach-
er as part of Destination Reader. Children also read in
pairs and individually. We continue to use the Destina-
tion Reader programme - where children develop
their reading skills under the following headings- Pre-
diction, Clarifying, Asking questions, Making links,
Inferring, Summarising and Evaluating.

Writing:

The children will continue to develop writing across
several genres.

We are beginning the term by looking at our Author
Focus, Zanib Mian and all her wonderful stories. We
will be writing narratives, traditional tales, explana-
tion texts, poetry and imaginative stories. Children
will be learning how to add extra description to their
writing using techniques such as fronted adverbials,
expanded noun phrases and similes as well as thinking
about the thoughts and feelings of our characters.
They will also use this as an opportunity to work on
speech punctuation while editing and improving sen-
tence structures and vocabulary choices.
